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La Clinica Neurologica dell’Università degli Studi della Campania “Luigi
Vanvitelli” e le Neurologie della Regione Campania  sono  onorate di essere
state designate ad organizzare il 53° Congresso Nazionale della Società Italia-
na di Neurologia. La neurologia italiana ha celebrato a Napoli il suo primo
congresso nel 1908, e negli ultimi quindici anni è la quarta volta che il
Congresso si svolge a Napoli e questo ci chiama a un compito impegnativo
sia da un punto di vista organizzativo che in termini di contenuti scientifici.
Il 53° Congresso Nazionale della Società  Italiana  di  Neurologia sarà una
preziosa occasione di confronto tra le diverse anime, accademica, ospedaliera
e territoriale  della  Neurologia  italiana.  Il contesto in cui queste diverse
professionalità si trovano ad operare sta profondamente mutando, in parte
per le contingenze economiche, ma in parte anche per i notevoli cambia-
menti che il progresso scientifico sta impetuosamente imponendo all’esercizio
della professione neurologica. L’avanzamento delle conoscenze richiede ai
neurologi un continuo e sempre più  impegnativo processo di aggiornamen-
to, compito che questo Congresso cercherà di affrontare nel migliore dei
modi.  Altro argomento di notevole attualità e peso è la necessità di soddi-
sfare le richieste di salute sia dei pazienti affetti da malattie acute, sia di
quelli affetti da malattie croniche, ma anche di quelli affetti da malattie rare.
Negli ultimi anni, il burden delle malattie neurologiche in termini di disabi-
lità sta diventando sempre più importante e lo sarà ancora di più in futuro,
specialmente per le malattie croniche, con delle ovvie ricadute in termini di
costo e soprattutto per quelle caratterizzate da elevata complessità assistenzia-
le. La disponibilità di nuove terapie per diverse malattie neurologiche richie-
de ai  neurologi decisioni sempre più complesse, per formulare diagnosi sem-
pre più precoci, diagnosi differenziali sempre più raffinate, stratificazioni
sempre più accurate del rapporto rischio/beneficio dei tanti nuovi trattamenti
farmacologici, follow-up clinici e strumentali sempre più efficienti. Il model-
lo che la Neurologia dovrà studiare, e che speriamo sia messa in grado di
contribuire a realizzare, richiederà una profonda sinergia tra rete ospedaliera
e rete territoriale. Sarà indispensabile utilizzare al meglio le potenzialità della
telemedicina che non potrà mai sostituire il setting terapeutico “in presenza”,
ma che dovrà essere compresa e utilizzata per facilitare la prossimità delle cu-
re e per fornire nuovi strumenti di valutazione ecologica e obiettiva delle
condizioni dei pazienti. 
Tutto ciò deve necessariamente contestualizzarsi in un momento in cui il
PNRR prevede interventi molto importanti per la sanità e la Neurologia de-
ve impegnarsi a utilizzare al meglio le risorse che arriveranno.
Questo scenario articolato e complesso richiederà l’organizzazione di un
Congresso che permetta l’espressione e il confronto delle più avanzate cono-
scenze scientifiche, nonché dei modelli organizzativi assistenziali e ancora del-
le potenzialità offerte dalla telemedicina in termini di conoscenza e comuni-
cazione.
Infine, ci auguriamo che l’occasione del Congresso permetta a Napoli di
farsi  sempre  più apprezzare  sia per le sue tradizioni  culturali  e storiche,
sia  per  le tante  iniziative  nuove  o rivalorizzate.

La Mostra d’Oltremare, inaugurata come Mostra Triennale delle Terre Ita-
liane d’Oltremare il 9 maggio 1940, era ed è un grande parco protetto e
sicuro, unico nel suo genere.
Mostra d’Oltremare si pone al centro di un sistema articolato di attività
che abbracciano molteplici settori e che coinvolgono, sia direttamente
che indirettamente, le aziende, l’associazionismo, le Istituzioni, i profes-
sionisti, i consumatori. Gli edifici, gli impianti, le aree esterne vengono
utilizzati come quartiere fieristico, come centro congressi, come sede di
concorsi, di spettacoli, di mostre d’arte, attività culturali e di svago, dan-
do vita ad un susseguirsi di eventi di notevole impatto sull’immagine, sul-
l’economia e sul turismo di Napoli e della Regione Campania. Un cataliz-
zatore culturale e di interessi economici per le imprese, i cittadini ed i
turisti; una realtà, aperta tutto l’anno, per la creazione di valore e svilup-
po. E’ un parco urbano polifunzionale di circa 720.000 mq, con un pre-
stigioso patrimonio urbanistico ed ambientale, che fa convivere, in perfet-
ta sintonia, architetture, verde ed iniziative di varia natura.
Gravemente danneggiata dai bombardamenti della seconda guerra mon-
diale, necessitò -agli inizi degli anni ’50 – di un’imponente opera di rico-
struzione.

viene utilizzata anche per spettacoli.
Il Teatro – grazie anche alla presenza di un ampio atrio e di un elegante
foyer ubicato al primo piano –  è location, per tutto l’anno, di una fitta
programmazione di roadshow aziendali, convention,  congressi nazionali
ed internazionali di varie tematiche, convegni collaterali alle manifestazio-
ni fieristiche, spettacoli di cabaret, concerti, saggi di danza, rassegne ci-
nematografiche, premiazioni, etc.

PALACONGRESSI

Nella prima realizzazione del 1939, ad opera dell’Arch. F. Chiaromonte,
tale Padiglione ospitava la mostra della Cultura, Propaganda e Sanità.
Gravemente danneggiato dai bombardamenti della II Guerra Mondiale, fu
ricostruito nel 1952 e denominato Padiglione della Marina Mercantile;
quindi dal 1957 al 2000 è stato la sede dell’Istituto Superiore di Educa-
zione Fisica.
Nel 2012 la Mostra d’Oltremare ha ristrutturato l’intera struttura dedican-
dola ad attività congressuali.
